Seeding- At a home meet we have lanes 5-3-7-1, the visiting team is in lanes 4-6-2-8. Heats swim fastest to 
slowest. The fastest swimmers are in lanes 4 and 5, the next fastest 3 and 6 and the next fastest 2 and 7. 
Swimmers are seeded based upon their fastest times attained in prior competitions. 
 
Scoring- How Meet Points are Assigned: Individual Events 1st – 5 Points, 2nd – 3 points, 3rd – 2 points, 4th – 1 
point. Teams can only score 2 places. For Relay Events 1st – 5 points, 2nd – 2 points. Teams can only score 1 place.
